The screening of the documentary is followed by a discussion on the issues raised and a drinks reception. The project is supported by the National Lottery through the Heritage Lottery Fund

This is the forth project for Lorna Holder; ‘Living Under One Roof’, ‘Moving Out’ and ‘The Ones We Left Behind’ focused on the experiences of Caribbean immigrants arriving in the UK.  This project looks at the other side of the coin…
