HANGING OUT:  YOUTH CULTURE THEN AND NOW  

In collaboration with the Victoria and Albert Museum (V&A), Full Spectrum Productions presents the Hanging Out - Youth Culture then and now display at the V&A, running from 7th May to 4th September 2012. Funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund, the wide ranging project looks at London's youth culture from the 1950’s to 1960’s, focusing on the key social and political influences in fashion, film, music, entertainment, sport and protests. The impact of these events on today's youth is also explored.  Entry to the display is free.

Held in the Sackler Centre, the display will include a selection of new work including garments made by volunteers during a 7 day 1950's garment construction workshop (held at the V&A in 2011) and a specially designed poster by Ian McLaren.  Iconic items from the 1950's and '60's include garments from Laurence Corner, the military surplus shop, which quickly became an inspiration for generations of designers, rock stars and young people, plus the owners' press cuttings book which records the changing styles and mood of the 1960's.  Photography from the recent 'Hanging Out - Images of Protest' exhibition, featuring protest photography from Neil Kenlock - the official photographer for the Black Panthers, will also be on display.

Further work by volunteers will include examples of '60's Ska record covers, short films by London Film Academy students and a wall mural of the legendary ACE Cafe, created by Year 10 GCSE Art & Design students from Haverstock School, Camden.  Monologues based on oral history interviews, written by volunteers, will be performed at the mural, with the actors wearing garments from the 1950's garment workshop.  'What's Your Protest' T-shirts designed by volunteers inspired by print and poster collections at the V&A will also be on display.  This collection of new work is a result of 18 months training that Full Spectrum Productions has led with a variety of heritage organisations (Museum of London, V&A, London Metropolitan Archives, Imperial War Museums & British Film Institute) - schools, colleges, local communities and experienced professionals, who have all helped volunteers to develop a variety of skills, ranging from research and oral history techniques to photographic and film archiving.

The documentary, 'Youth Culture then and now' produced by Tuareg Productions will be screened at the V&A at various seminars including; Where Did You Hang Out? Saturday 30 June 2012, 12.00 – 17.00, After the War - 50s and 60s Style, Image and Identity, Sunday 8 July 2012, 12.00 – 17.00 and Youth Protest - The Teenager's Voice, Sunday 22 July 2012, 12.00 – 17.00.  A free copy of the 'Hanging Out' book written by the volunteers, which presents the research and activities from the project, will be available at the documentary screenings. In collaboration with the V&A, Imperial War Museums, Rich Mix, London Metropolitan Archives, Institute of Contemporary Music Performance, London Film Academy, Museum of London and the British Film Institute 'Hanging Out – Youth Culture then and now' is a Full Spectrum Productions project supported by the National Lottery through the Heritage Lottery Fund.
