MOVING OUT

A drama production exploring the cultural, emotional and economic experiences of Caribbean settlers working in industrial Nottingham during the 1960s

Full Spectrum Productions is staging two performances of ‘Moving Out’, an educational drama production, on 23rd April 2007, at the Sandfield Theatre in Nottingham at 1.45 pm and 7.15 pm.  ‘Moving Out’ will take a unique look at industrial Nottingham and the experiences and contributions of Caribbean settlers to local industries during the 1950's - 60's.  Entrance to both performances is free, thanks to a grant from The Heritage Lottery Fund.  

 Two workshops were held in Nottingham in September 2006 to research and document how the Caribbean community both retained and adapted their cultural traditions whilst contributing to Nottingham's industrial, economic and social development.  A monologue, ‘The Whole Nine Yards’ and a short play, ‘The Reporter’, have been written using this material and will form the basis of the ‘Moving Out’ production, directed by Lorna Holder.  A discussion led by Trevor Georges will follow the performances.

The Whole Nine Yards by Cathianne Hall
In 1961 SIMEON REILLY arrives in Nottingham from Jamaica.  He’s come to earn money to send home to his wife Daisy.  He has no plans to settle.  Unable to find work in his profession as a tailor he becomes a miner at Gedling Colliery.  He feels isolated but finds friendship where he least expected it.  He wires good money home and gets by until a sudden tragedy makes him reassess his future in this country.  He’s desperate for reluctant Daisy to join him and make a temporary life here.  Can he convince her that ‘moving out’ is the right thing to do?

At Seventy-two, Daisy (Andrea Davy) has become a local star, particularly with the fellow residents at her retirement home. This is because the Local Paper have recently reported about Daisy’s life long dedication to the nursing profession. As a Jamaican immigrant, Daisy aimed high and succeeded in achieving what most people only dream about. Claudia (Rachael Young), a Trainee Journalist is eager to do a follow up story on Daisy ‘The Legend’. However, Claudia’s difficult line of questioning encourages Daisy to remember things that she had long chosen to forget and forces Daisy to feel things, which she had long buried. All will be revealed in ‘THE REPORTER’.
